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10 Ways Parents Can Help With Reading 
 1. Place magazines and books out in the open in your home.
 2. Let your child see you reading.
 3. Read mystery stories with your child and try to figure out the clues together.
 4. Set aside a time and a quiet place for your child to read on their own. 
 5. Encourage your child to look up new words they read or hear. 
 6. Visit the library on a regular basis.  
 7. Place appropriate reading and word games on your iPad or computer. 
 8. Discuss your favorite childhood books with your child.
 9. Help your child think more in depth about the book by asking questions about the story.
10. Share with your child about what you are reading and encourage them to do the same.
