Here are some things you can do to help prevent bullying behaviors:
· Set standards of behavior, limits, and clear expectations for your child, both in and out of school.

· Make sure your children know you support them and are there for them.

· Try to provide at least five positive comments for every negative one directed at a child.

· Demonstrate behavior at home that is not bullying or aggressive. Children copy your behaviors - good and bad.

· Teach children how to deal appropriately with conflict.

· Offer your children suggestions/advice for dealing with problematic peers.

· Encourage children who are bystanders to bullying to act appropriately. Get help for the victim!

· Show concern regardless of whether your child is the one being bullied or the one exhibiting bullying behavior.

· Become involved in your child's school life by reviewing homework, meeting teachers, reading with your child, and attending school functions.

· Give your child the social skills they need to navigate through their own school experience.

· Teach your child to have respect for others and their differences.

· Share stories about your own childhood experiences with bullying.

· Be an advocate for bullying prevention in schools, neighborhoods, scout groups, athletic programs, etc.
